Attendance: Every Day Matters

Every day matters, as regular attendance helps students to:
e develop a sense of belonging;
e develop and maintain friendships;
e be more engaged at school;
e progress with their learning;
e be more aware of career and life options.
NSW public schools have a target of a 95% attendance rate. This is the equivalent of 10 days away from school a year.
